six total but in 

no case more than four dogs.

No,  there is no requirement 

to register 

cats in the 

City of 

Leavenworth. 

Am I Required to Register 
my Service  Dog? 

Yes, under the Americans 

with Disabilities Act, service 

animals are not exempt from 

local animal control or public 

health requirements. 



Permit Required 

This guide is designed to answer questions 

about the permit process and summarize 

the regulations governing Animal Licensing. 

The owner or keeper of any dog of the age 

of 3 months or older  is required to register 

their dog.  

If you have a new dog or are new to the City 

you have 30 days to register your dog. 

The permit period for your city dog license 

is April 1– March 31.  

The fees: 

$10.00—if spayed or neutered 

$20.00—Unaltered 

$10.00—Late registration fee

What is Required to Register 
my Dog? 

 Proof of current rabies vaccination is 

required for all 

dogs. 

 If your dog is 

altered proof 

of spay or neutering is required. 

 

Is a Permit Required for any 
other Animal? 

Yes, the City allows  any person to own 

and keep one 

potbellied pig 

per residential 

dwelling.  

Proof of 

examination from a licensed veterinarian 

stating that it is a potbellied pig and proof 

of spay/neuter is required. 

The fee is $35.00 per year and the license 

period is April 1– March 31. 
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
